The Workshop is 
an opportunity for youth to understand the importance of language revitalization through leadership 
development.  Youth will be inspired and motivated by youth keynote speakers from our Native 
communities.  Youth will connect with positive healthy youth and adults who will encourage and 
support them through their personal development.  Workshops will include a variety of activities 
including:  ice breakers, team building, Salish Language activities, and cultural exchange.  
 
Nk  ʷucin UNITY Youth Council members will assist and conduct workshop activities and 
presentations.  UNITY is a national network organization promoting personal development, 
citizenship, and leadership among Native American youth.  UNITY’s mission is to foster the spiritual, 
mental, physical, and social development of American Indian and Alaska Native youth and to help 
build a strong, unified, and self-reliant Native America through greater youth involvement.  The 
Nk  ʷucin UNITY Youth Council was created in the Spring of 2016 on the Flathead Indian Reservation 
in Montana. Council members are actively involved in Salish Language revitalization efforts, cultural 
education, wellness, community service and leadership throughout their communities.
